The highly contested DNR
lease has been consuming
much of your officers'
time. Although we have
not been given a copy to
sign, Mark McCrady is
convinced the lease lan-
guage is nearly fixed in
concrete and we have a
fairly good idea of what
our new obligations look
like. The LYC Board and
assorted club members
have been doing extensive
research on the financial
implications of implement-
ing the new DNR lease.
We have identified lease
requirements that need to
be implemented over the
next ten years, identified
the cost of the projects
including inflation, and at-
tempted to identify dates
for the completion of
each project. All this in-
formation will be shared
with the membership this
spring at a general meet-
ing. If new fees need to
be raised to complete

these projects, the
Board will make a rec-
ommendation to the
membership at a gen-
eral meeting. Stay
tuned in.

Last year the board
voted to put the J
dock realignment pro-
ject on hold until the

NR lease was com-
pleted. As it appears
the lease is nearly a
done deal, the club is
currently pursuing the
required permits and
plans to pull creosote
pilings on J row and
replace with steel pil-
ings before the end of
the year. Additionally,
we hope to move J row
ten feet west which is
Jjust enough to
straighten it out with
the walkway.

Once the DNR lease is
signed, Cal will place a
copy on the LYC home
page so everyohe can
see how the new lan-
guage will affect mem-
bers. I will also at-
tach a copy of the
lease to the display
board immediately be-
hind the main door for
members to examine.
Boathouse owners
want to pay special

attention to require-
ments that will need
to be implemented by
2025.
